Che Lovelace lives and works in his lifelong home of Trinidad. He received his training 
at l’Ecole Régionale des Beaux-Arts de la Martinique and currently lectures at the 
University of the West Indies Creative Arts Campus. 
 
Rooted in the rural outskirts of Port of Spain, Lovelace considers Trinidad his ultimate 
subject. The flora, fauna and figures of island life are ever-present in his tropical vistas, 
painted on wood panels split into quadrants. Lovelace’s vibrant, energetic compositions 
present a nuanced exploration of postcolonial identity, grounded in a deep commitment 
to the Caribbean landscape and its community.
